Biodiesel fuel (BDF) is created from waste rapeseed oil and is
used in city-owned BDF vehicles. In June 2014 the City of
Ushiku became the first biomass town in Japan to be certified by
the government.

The local land is rich and produces an abundance of agricultural
products, including those sold under the Ushiku brand. Efforts
are being made to tie in this production with school lunches to
promote local production and local consumption of these blessings.
A movement towards the sixth industrialization of agriculture
is also under way. This movement fosters the collaboration of
agriculture with related industries such as sales and processing, with
the aim of value-adding and creating new business opportunities.
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
